The Coachõs Corner with John Cassidy 

We are officially just weeks away from the start of the much-anticipated bunker project!  The new 
white sand is currently being delivered and stored in the overflow parking lot.  A basic rundown of 
the process will be: 

1. Removing old sand.  All the old sand will be spread throughout the rough areas.  
2. Exposing all drain lines and confirming that they are functioning properly. All repairs will be 

made at this time.  
3. New sand will be added throughout bunker.  

From start to finish of the project should take 6-8 weeks. While the construction crew is working on 
greenside bunkers, we will have a temporary cup cut in the approach of that hole.  They will allow 
play to go through normally while working in fairway bunkers.  Please try to avoid hitting into them 
while the workers are out there (because I know itôs that simple to do, lol).  During the project, any 
bunker under construction will be considered No Play Ground Under Repair, which requires a free 
drop within one club-length of the nearest point of relief, no nearer the hole. 
 

Other than that, the crew is working hard to keep the golf course firm, fast, and in great shape this 
year!  We have our typical big events this month: both the Menôs and Womenôs Member-Guest 
Tournaments and the Menôs Club Championship.  Finishing off the month, we are once again 
hosting the OGCSA Crew Tournament on the last Tuesday of the month. I am looking forward to 
having the course dialed in for all of these events!
